Four artists were awarded a Juror's Prize: Joe

Bussell, Eric Nichols, Marydorsey Wanless, and
Jean Wender.

Joe Bussell's welterweight-scaled mixed-media
drawings on paper, Flip and Spit, both 2010,
pack a heavyweight formal punch. Pattern
and gesture vie in animated dialogue for our
attention, finally calling a truce grounded in
a casual style of loosely rendered lines and
a pattern of closely abutted pools of color
offered in a palette that resembles a box of
Crayola crayons. Spare graphite lines seem
almost incidentally bisected with vertical
strokes to suggest a boundary, perhaps a fence
that seeks to hold close the tightly abutted
pools of waterbased media in primary
colors.

Marydorsey Wanless offers the experience
of at times uncomfortable intimacy with her
Epiphany series of tintype photographs. The

counterpoint of a metallic support holding
the images of a face (the artist’s?) blissfully
submerged in a watery environ places the
viewer within moments of high drama (or
perhaps,melodrama).VVe long for the freedom
of water, where gravity losing its hold allows
tresses and exhaled air to float both to what
we imagine to be the surface but what also
turns out to be the formal top of the image.
These mysterious and beautiful photo-objects
never tell us what to think or feel or know; they
do presume an intelligence and engagement
on the part of the viewer. Wanless believes
that her journey is worth a poetic chronicle.
| couldn't agree more, imagining Epiphany as
part of an operatic cycle of tales told over
time.

A small 3D object often feels somehow more
approachable than a 2D work, the memory of
use suggesting a tacit understanding between

the viewer and the work of art. In contrast, the
iconography of Jean Wender's prized materials
of choice —porcelain and silver—such as
in her Silver Lipped Vessel, communicate a
hierarchy of precious materials. Tension arises
because we cannot experience the beautifully
modulated surfaces without a close approach:
the dust-kissed coral and sandy-white surface
of Narrow Necked Vessel #1, is shot through
with strands of sooty brown, suggesting
underground fissures somehow made visible
on the surface of the earth.

Eric Nichols offers a veritable candy box filled
with delicious shapes, surface treatments, and
a palette that combines applied and already
existing colors. Nichols borrows shapes from
the natural world to create hybrid forms. The
complex composition of Velvet Rose, featuring
an undulating jellyfish-like form in saturated
reds and blues, is a marvelous realization

of contemporary surrealism; seemingly incompatible elements—are they animal, vegetable,
or mineral? —have forged an uneasy alliance. His mixed-media relief sculpture Botanisphere
repeats the suggestion of a world created by the artist from impulses and ideas floating in the
zeitgeist. Supported on wood panels, Botanisphere is an inventive and ambitious work that
incorporates not only paint but also found forms, spray paint, and digital photographs.
